Committee Reports:
Transportation – Mr. Handshue said two weekends ago a truck in Wapakenetoa (for Winter Guard) failed due to brake line out.  One parent had AAA and towed at own expense.  Other parent has SUV and brought trailer back.  Then the bus filled with smoke when they came through Bellefontaine and kids sat till 2:00 a.m. in a hotel lobby to wait for another bus.  
Nominating – Janet Prior, who is Nominating Chair for Corporate, reported that “we are good to go at Davidson,” meaning we have our nominating committee together and some forms turned in – a good start.   Jeff Keller will be parent representative.  We will have Davidson meeting once we hear from Mr. Burke.  Janet says she feels badly for Darby since they are losing most of their executive group to Bradley.  Donna Woodruff may do the Darby side.  Janet has a few tentative names for the Corporate side, including a President, who has been nominated; those will be announced at the appropriate time.
Directors’ Reports:

Davidson Band – Mr. Handshue  reported that on Sunday evening, March 15, the Jazz Band, along with a “blues” group from Scioto Ridge UMC will hold a benefit concert with New Orleans theme and barbeque.  Scioto Ridge’s Dixon Hall holds 250, church sanctuary holds more. Tickets will sell for $10 – 50/50 split between church’s building fund and Jazz Band.  High School bands: March 6 and 7 is OMEA Large Group – probably at Thomas Worthington; days/times TBA.  Students will be required to ride a bus, so chaperones are needed.  Almost firm dates for summer: Band Camp begins Wednesday, August 5 for full group; Squad Leaders on Monday, Rookies on Tuesday.  He said he and Mr. Ley are looking at holding a “mini camp” Music Week in June.  Because we now have only two directors, it is important to get that week in, so we will try to make it for week of June 22.  This allows students to take a Summer School session first – they will also be able to do evening or morning activities as the mini-camp will be held in the afternoons.   The mini camp is not mandatory, but August Band  and July Percussion Camps are.

Mr. Handshue has committed to OMEA for State Marching Band finals and will call upon parents for this potentially very large fundraiser.  Five main parents will be needed to head these areas: t-shirt sales, tickets, facility manager (adult/students); and parking (Pit Crew).   
As announced at the January meeting, Mr. Kozman will be Director at Heritage Middle School Mr. Oppenhimer and Ms. Galvin at Bradley; Mr. Handshue and Ley at Davidson; and Mr. Burke and Mr. Merritt at Darby.
Davidson Orchestra – Ginny Falkner – She reported that high school Orchestra students did well at OMEA, which was held at Darby and are preparing for Statewide contest.  The Middle School Honors Orchestra (with students from all three middle schools) will perform in 5th and 67th grade concerts.
Davidson Choir – Carol Bundy – not present no report
Weaver Band – Carol Handshue – Mrs. Handshue reported that students are beginning the Spring candy fundraiser and are doing well with almost $4,500 in, half of which the band realizes.  The group earned $252 from Max and Erma fundraiser in January. Concerts coming up – Brass Band of Columbus with Symphonic Band.  On the 23rd is Concert, Beginning Band and Cadet, where Davidson Jazz Band will play as introduction.  ASBDA – American School Band Directors Assn - Honors Band kids will participate in providing the program for this group’s meeting, which is an honor.
