Directors’ Reports:

He is responsible for running the Finals and much of the work will fall to our parent volunteers.  A significant portion of the profits from tee-shirt sales and a small stipend will come to our chapter.
He noted that band placement/field commanders went up today.  Some kids ecstatic/some disappointed – Mr. Ley and I are willing to sit down and talk about strengths and what to work on for next year.  Natalie Erdy, Sarah Wilt and Kristen Seymour will be Field Commanders for 2009-2010. 

First football game will be on Saturday at Ohio Stadium (Herb Herbstreit game).   If so, we will lose that first concession.   Janet noted that we could work the concessions there – she will begin to recruit middle school parents, too. 
Janet noted that the concern expressed at the Corporate meeting about next year’s board positions being filled by Davidson parents is founded, but that the effort was made and because of upheaval at Darby and newness at Bradley, the Davidson parents were the only ones available.  
Janet then asked about interest in working fundraisers at Nationwide Arena, Huntington Ball Park, etc.  Mr. Ley noted that the work is very hard for little money and an isolated incident where a beer was thrown into a parent’s face has kept us away. 

Mr. Handshue noted that with the reorganization of band, Mr. Ley has been helping to keep the Band organized.  Mr. Ley noted we are losing a very good spell check and typo checker in Mr. Kozman.
