1.  Brenda Ribble, Bradley Chapter Treasurer, opened the meeting at 7:02pm.

2. Motion to approve October meeting minutes made by F. Hoop and seconded by K. Duncan.

3. Treasurer Report –

a. A motion to approve the treasurer report made by D. Fralick and seconded by F. Hoop.

b. M. Oppenheimer suggested that a percentage of future fundraisers be put toward the instrument and uniform accounts to build up those balances for future expenses.  There will be a need to purchase more uniforms for next year and this year’s uniforms will have to be cleaned soon.

c. A motion to transfer money from the band director’s account to zero out the negative balances in the uniform and instrument account was made and approved.

4. Committee Updates:

a. Charms – directors will continue to encourage parents to sign up through Charms so that the system can better be utilized for communication from directors and boosters and that parents can use the systems for payments and keeping track of their individual student accounts.

b. Concessions – F. Hoop reports that the season went well, however the rain did hurt overall profits.  Getting volunteers from the music side continues to be strong and he reminds parents that there will be plenty of opportunity for band, choir and orchestra parents to earn money for your student account with winter sports starting up. c. Fundraising – B. Ribble reports that Donut sales brought in approximately $2,900.00, Spirit Nights approximately $600.00.  A reminder that you can purchase a ticket to the Polaris Fashion Place Magical Night of Giving held on November 15th and the boosters keep the $5.  We are planning a raffle during the WinterFest concert on December 3rd and we are looking for donated items.  All proceeds from this fundraiser will be split evenly between band, choir and orchestra.  Orchestra had a silent auction and raised $700.00.  Choir is planning a Hilliard Idol Contest on Saturday, December 5th.

d. Transportation – current expenses for Bradley consist of a Penske truck rental and the district covers the fuel expenses.

5. New Business:  Mr. Oppenheimer wanted to contribute money to the three band students that were accepted to play in the Macy’s Day Parade.  A motion was made by F. Hoop to take money from the director’s account in the amount of $1,500.00 and to apply $500.00 to the participation fee for each of the three students.  Seconded by D. Fralick.  The money will be sent directly to Music Festivals.

6. Program Updates:

a. Band - M. Oppenheimer 

i. Explained that we have an opportunity to lock in 2009 travel prices for the trip to the Outback Bowl that will happen in Jan. 2011 if we sent in a $200.00 deposit.  F. Hoop made a motion to do so and was seconded by J. Duncan.
