Hilliard Chapter Music Boosters April 12, 2010 Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:10 by Vice President Dan Shuman.  There were 11 boosters in attendance, but no directors.  There was an unforeseen conflict with tonight’s meeting and a 5 &6 th grade Band concert.  

Minutes of the previous month were reviewed.  Scott Talbert made a motion that was seconded by Lesa Kuebler to accept the minutes.  Motion Carried.

There were no director reports.

Bill Blackhall, Treasurer, reports the finances to be in the same shape as the last 4 months.  The organization’s balance is $333,600 and the Darby Director’s balances are: Choir: $4,609.65, Orchestra- $13,313.00, Band $5,574.39, Color Guard- $697.23.  Concessions grossed $21,000 during the Fall.  Bill called and noted the recent purchase of 2 used trucks by the corporate board and it’s Transportation Committee at a cost of $44,000.00.  The Davidson director fund loaned funds to the Corporate Board to cover the cost.

Committee Report began with the Concessions Chair, Dave Nelsen, reporting on the recent break-ins at the home Concession stand which impacted the Athletic Boosters.  The issue of licensing the stands is yet unresolved, but the Bradley Chapter is looking into it.  Chris Vassaux announced Lesa Kuebler to be the new Darby Chapter chair for the Invitational who will be in charge of Inside the Stadium operations.  The event still needs Chairperson shadows.  There was no Website report, but it was noted that the school district is constructing a website to be a clearinghouse for all information relating to its music programs.  Lesa Kuebler, Ice Cream Social Chair, is working on a raffle (instead of Silent Auction) and bake sale.  Laurie Chilcote is still seeking volunteers for the corporate board which will have its meeting next Monday at Davidson.   

There was a review of the percentages of distribution of the Chapter’s funds to each program.  Bill and Dan will meet with the 3 directors.  There are many outstanding fees still owed by students to Music Boosters, but at this time, Bill does not have a list to pursue payment.  

A motion was made by Bill Blackhall and seconded by Scott Talbert to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 8:16PM.
