Darby Chapter Hilliard Music Boosters Meeting 



January 11, 2010
The meeting was called to order at 7:09 by VP Dan Schuman.  There were nine people in attendance including Directors Joe Burke and John Riegel.  A motion was made by Bill Blackhall and seconded by Jerry Woodruff to accept the minutes from the Dec. 2009 meeting.  Motion carried.

The directors gave their reports highlighting their upcoming performances and outstanding students.   Symphonic and Jazz Bands, under the direction of Mr. Merritt, will have a concert Dec. 12.  Field Commander auditions for the Fall 2010 season are Feb. 12.  Bradley HS will host the solo and ensemble event on Feb 13 and many Darby Band students will participate.  The district band contest is in March at Teays Valley.  Darby will host the Choir district contest in March.   Orchestra’s Solo and Ensemble event is Feb. 13 and their state orchestra event on Feb. 27 at Granville HS.  Mary Anthony, Chloe Lanka, and Emily Rhoadhouse, all talented Darby orchestra musicians, have taken part in Pro Musica’s recent Messiah and More concert.  Proud mention was made of Peter Woodruff, All State Band member, and his upcoming solo with the Columbus Youth Orchestra.  He will be playing a Ralph Vaughan Williams tuba concerto.

Bill Blackhall, chapter treasurer, gave his report.  Although he had no new information from the corporate board, he is now able to generate his own chapter report thanks to a new software application from the board treasurer.  The Darby Chapter’s post office box has been established as:  PO Box 371, Hilliard Oh, 43026.  Bill and all the directors are experiencing problems with the process of bill submission and subsequent payment in a timely manner by the corporate treasurer.  Since a chapter treasurer has restrictions the amount of money (no greater than $2,000.00) and cannot write a check directly to any individual for reimbursement or services rendered, this causes Bill to have to wait for the funds to be replenished to the $2,500.00 mark to write additional checks.  Corporate policy is to pay only invoices, not statements, which present a problem when vendors do not issue itemized invoices that can be submitted. This critical issue is to be brought up at the next Music Booster Corporate Board meeting this Thursday.  In the meantime, Bill will talk directly to Randy Smith, Music Booster President, about this problem as is embarrassing for our Chapter to appear unwilling to pay its bills.  One long term solution presented would be to streamline the corporate board now that there are 3 chapters and examine by laws to ease the flow of funds.

Committee reports were given.  VP Dan Schuman talked about the yet unfilled position of Volunteer Coordinator.  The Vassauxs reported that there will need to be new Invitational Co-Chairs next year, one from each high school.  Chris is available to speak at Music Booster events if needed.  Scott Talbot diligently continues to monitor the status of the percussion equipment.  Discussion was devoted to ways to reach out to new parents such as having the leadership of the Chapter speak at 8th grade concerts in May and tables set up at Darby Days and Band Camp Check In to invite parent participation in Music Booster activities.  

A motion was made by Jerry Woodruff and seconded by Chris Vassaux to adjourn.  Motion passed just before 8:20pm.
