Darby Chapter Music Boosters Meeting May 10, 2010

The meeting was called to order by Chapter VP Dan Schuman at 7:07 PM.    There were 8 members, including Mr. Jeremy Kozman, incoming Darby Band director, present for this meeting.  Chapter treasurer Bill Blackhall attended via phone.

A motion was made by Dave Nelsen and seconded by Lori Cox to accept the minutes of the previous meeting.  Motion carried.  

Mr. Kozman gave the lone directors report noting that the final Heritage concert is May 11, and Darby’s May 12.   

The treasurer’s report was given by Bill Blackball via phone and handout.  Highlights include the final division of the Fall 2009 Concessions stand income as follows:  Band- $18,795.70, Choir- $7,060.15, Orchestra- 7,371.97 as per percentages applied approved at a previous chapter meeting.   He expressed concern about Darby student account balances ($29,735.42), some of which are negative meaning funds are still owed from last school year.  Student accounts are not only “real dollar” amounts paid, but dollars earned by students.  All incoming amounts are entered into the CHARMS database and outgoing amounts come from Music Booster Corporate books. This means that Music Boosters is footing the bill for unpaid student fees.   Of $10,000.00 outstanding from previous years, only $2500.00 has been collected thus carrying over a negative balance for the 2100-20111 year.  Mr. Kozman will look into how Davidson handles its ‘hold grade card policy’ for those students who end the term with unpaid fees.   Bill will meet with all 3 directors to develop a policy for unpaid fees for the 2010-20111 school years.  

The Heritage account shows a balance of $6496.41, but should have a $0.00 balance since it is only and in and out student fund.  The most probable cause for this is that paperwork was not properly filled out in the past to transfer money from student accounts when paying fees.  After confirmation with Mrs. Galvin, former HMS director, and Mr. Kozman, it is Bill’s recommendation that those funds be transferred to the directors’ accounts.  A motion was made by Scoot Talbert and seconded by Lesa Kuebler to move that amount into the Heritage director’s fund.  Motion carried. Another motion was made by Scott Talbert and seconded by Lesa Kuebler to transfer $17,000.00 to the Darby directors’ accounts.   Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Lisa Cox and seconded by Dave Nelsen to address the issue of money left in student accounts. Motion carried. The policy states:

 Funds remaining after graduation or the end of participation in music programs can be transferred to a sibling or designated as a specific gift within Music Booster programs.  Any unspecified balance upon graduation or withdrawal will be transferred into the student’s Darby director’s account.  If a student participates in more than one program, parents need to designate the distribution of funds.  Money cannot be refunded in cash or be applied to other school district fees due to Ohio tax law.  Notification of specific intentions for the funds needs to be to the Music Booster chapter treasurer no later than June 1 of the year of graduation/withdrawal.  

 A big thank you goes to Lesa Kuebler for her planning of the reception to follow Darby’s May 12 concert thanking Mr. Burke for his years of service as he moves to Heritage and welcoming Mr. Kozman to his new position with the Band.  The program, speakers, gifts, slide show, and refreshments s are all set. 

Lesa also reported on the 2010 Hilliard Invitational as she and her husband are Darby’s representatives and chairs of the Indoor activities for that event.  Their next meeting is 6/7/10.  

She also reported on the upcoming Ice Cream Social.  She is in the process of requesting donations from sponsors, and sending letters to vendors.

The next meeting is tentatively August 2 in the Darby Band room at 7PM.  A motion was made by Lesa and seconded by Scott to adjourn.  The meeting ended at 8:28PM with thanks to the Talbert family, parents of a graduating senior percussionist, for all their years of service to Music Boosters.
