· Proceeds from the concession stand at Crew Stadium were $954. We will also receive approximately $2,500 from parking which supplement the concession earnings.

Directors Reports

· Darby is again hosting the OMEA Solo & Ensemble event. This year’s date is January 26, 2008. We will not be able to set up early this year since school is in session the day before the event. 

· Two Darby students have been selected for All-State Band this year, Sarah Cooper and Peter Woodruff. It would be good to get a publicity photo of these students.

· The Wind Ensemble will present a concert on November 14 in conjunction with the 6th grade band program.

· Regional All-State applications must be postmarked by September 17, 2007. Auditions will be held on Sunday, October 14 in Reynoldsburg. The event will be held in Pickerington on November 16-18, 2007.

· The Chamber Orchestra has been invited to participate in a festival at Bowling Green State University in January.

A chairman is needed for next year. It was suggested that we think about getting away from September for Tag Day due to the many other activities going on during that month.

Invitational Report 

A total of 13 bands have committed to the invitational.

Fund Raising

There was a general discussion about fundraising. The directors mentioned having some discussion along these lines. It would be helpful if each organization developed an annual budget based on anticipated expenditures for instrument repair, uniforms, instruments, transportation, etc. This would help in determining fundraising needs. The music participation fee imposed by the school district was also discussed. Mr. Oppenheimer has not been collecting the fee.  Mr. Riegel agreed to do some investigating to determine why the music directors are responsible for collecting the fee and where the money goes once it is collected.
· Kroger cards – This is a refillable gift card – 5% of the amount of each purchase goes back to the organization. A coordinator is needed from Darby.

· Great Lakes Scrip – Proceeds from this fundraiser go directly to student accounts. More needs to be done to promote this program. It was suggested that we try to get it started at the Middle School level.

· Christmas wreaths – This fundraiser was easy to implement and will be done again this year.

· Pancake Breakfast – It was decided to hold this fund raiser just prior to the OMEA Solo & Ensemble event and have students preview their contest pieces.

· Suggestions for new fundraisers

· Tupperware – A Tupperware fundraiser would generate 40% profit. 

· Cloak & Dagger Dinner Theater – This could generate as much as $8,000 profit. There would be a total of 300 tickets to sell at $50 each.
Committee Reports
· Concessions – no report

· Uniforms – A shadow is needed for Genny Kinney this year.

· Transportation – no report

· Advocacy – Sue and Jerry Woodruff are developing this committee. In addition to advocating for music education, they are looking for ways to reward and encourage Darby music students.
